The South Coast of BC has
many types of land snalils.

They play an important role

in keeping forest ecosystems
healthy. By eating lots of live
and dead vegetation, they help
with decomposition adding
nutrients to the soil. Snails also
feed on certain types of fungi
that help tree roots to better
absorb minerals and water. In
helping to spread these fungi
spores, land snails also increase
tree health.
